B. The County receives funds (“TRCC Funds”) pursuant to the Tourism,
Recreation, Cultural, Convention, and Airport Facilities Tax Act, Utah Code
Ann. §§ 59-12-601 et seq. (the “TRCC Act”). The TRCC Act provides that
TRCC Funds may be used, among other things, for the development,
operation, and maintenance of publicly owned or operated recreation,
cultural, or convention facilities.
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C. City requested TRCC Funds from the County to help it fund the
project described in its TRCC Application. = More specifically, the City
requested TRCC Funds to help fund Phase 1 of the Mystic Springs Nature
Park (the “Project”). The County Council appropriated TRCC Funds for
this purpose.

D. City and County now desire to enter into the Interlocal Cooperation
Agreement attached hereto as ATTACHMENT A (the “Interlocal
Agreement”) wherein the County agrees to grant TRCC Funds to the City to
help fund the Project and wherein the City agrees to abide by the terms and
conditions outlined in the Interlocal Agreement.

E. The County Council believes that its contribution and assistance under
the Agreement will contribute to the prosperity, moral well-being, peace, and
comfort of Salt Lake County residents.

RESOLUTION

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED, by the County Council
of Salt Lake County:

1. That the Interlocal Agreement between Salt Lake County and City of
South Jordan 1is approved, in substantially the form attached hereto as
ATTACHMENT A, and that the Salt Lake County Mayor is authorized to

execute the same.

2. That the Interlocal Agreement will become effective as stated in the
Interlocal Agreement.
